1. Further Price Support from Surprising Acreage Number? By Dr. Don Shurley

USDA’s Prospective Plantings report projects that farmers intend to plant 10.67 million acres this year —
4.3% more than last year. This is less than expected. Most industry estimates were thinking acreage would be
in the neighborhood of 11 million acres.

Acreage is expected to be up in 12 of 17 states. Acreage is expected to be down slightly in Texas and Georgia
— the two largest states. No expected increase in Texas helped keep the total increase for the U.S. below
expectations.
